Life of hard work,

orace & warmth

On May 26, as Tamil
cinema remembers

the birth anniversary
of the incomparable
Manorama, her close
friend Subashchandran V.
the general secretary of
the Madras Film Society
and a former banker ,
more over a TV serial
producer involved with
Anbulla Amma a TV series
he produces for Vision Times
Tamil recalls not just a
legendary artiste, but a woman
of rare simplicity, discipline and
heart.

Born Gopishantha on May 26,
1937, Manorama grew into one
of the most admired personalities
in Indian cinema. Over a career
spanning more than 1,500 films,
thousands of stage performances
and television appearances, she
became a household name as
“Aachi” a title that reflected
the affection she inspired across
generations. She earned the Padma
Shri, the Kalaimamani and the
National Award for Best Supporting
Actress, and also found a place in
the Guinness World Records for
her extraordinary body of work.

For Subashchandran, however,
the fame was only one part of her
story. What stayed with him was
her humanity. He remembers how
their friendship began through the
Egmore Benefit Society bank, later
known as Egmore Saswatha Nidhi,
where he helped her with loans
against her properties in Chennai
in the late 1960s. That banker-
customer relationship soon became
a lasting family bond.

“She never forgot a kindness,
Subashchandran says, recalling
how Manorama remained deeply
grateful to those who helped her.
He describes a woman who was
as rooted in Tamil culture as she
was successful in cinema — one
who wrote cheques in Tamil till the
end, insisted on addressing people
with warmth and respect, and lived
with remarkable modesty despite
her towering stature in the industry.

Her simplicity was legendary.
Even as she became one of the
most recognised faces in South
Indian cinema, she remained
free of vanity and grandeur.
She avoided ostentation, lived
practically, and would quietly
give back to the film fraternity,

publicity.

Tamil
Nadu has often
spoken of Manorama not
merely as an actor, but as a
phenomenon. Veteran director and
actor C. V. Rajendran once paid
tribute to her unmatched comic
timing and emotional depth. Many
in the industry have described her
as a “university of acting,” while
others have said that her energy,
voice modulation and instinctive
performance style could light up
even the most ordinary scene. Her
unforgettable pairing with Nagesh
remains one of the great treasures
of Tamil comedy.

Subashchandran recalls that even
greats such as M. Karunanidhi, C.
N. Annadurai and Sivaji Ganesan
admired her immensely. Sivaji
reportedly called her a “female
Sivaji” for her range and command
over performance, while other
leaders and artists praised the
way she could hold a stage with
effortless authority. For audiences,
she was equally beloved as the
spirited comedian, the tender
mother, the sharp village matriarch
and the unforgettable character
artiste.

Her journey was not without pain.
She faced a difficult married life,
but she carried herself with dignity
and focused on her work. In the
years that followed, she kept acting
with the same professionalism that
marked her early days. Even when
health challenges slowed her pace,
her commitment to cinema and
to the people around her never
weakened.

One of Subashchandran’s most

official’s family, and often made
time for fans, colleagues and
workers with an ease that made
everyone feel valued. “She made
people laugh, but she also made
them feel seen,” he reflects.

Her friendship with
Subashchandran also gave rise to a
memorable television collaboration.
In 1990, he wrote the Doordarshan
serial Anbulla Aachi, later renamed
Anbulla Amma, with Manorama
associated with the project as
supervisor. The serial became a
success and added yet another
chapter to her long association
with popular entertainment.

Even her music carried her
unmistakable touch. Songs such as
“Vaa Vaathiyaare Oottaande...” and
“Dillikku Rajaanaalum Paatti Sollai
Thattadhe...” still evoke nostalgia,
not only for their humour but
also for the unmistakable voice
and timing she brought to them.
Across Tamil, Telugu, Malayalam
and Kannada cinema, she remained
a performer who could transform
a scene with a glance, a pause
or a line delivered in her own
inimitable style.

As Tamil Nadu remembers Aachi
on her birth anniversary, the tribute
is not only to a celebrated actress,
but to a life lived with discipline,
generosity and devotion to craft.
Manorama was, above all, an artist
who never lost her connection to
people. And that is why, years

Ironically, only days ago, Congress leaders were still insisting there was no war at all.

At a high-voltage meeting in Delhi, Rahul Gandhi, Mallikarjun Kharge, K.C. Venugopal and Randeep
Surjewala held marathon discussions jointly and separately with both Siddaramaiah and Shivakumar.
Emerging from the meeting, Venugopal dismissed leadership change reports as “mere rumours,” claiming
the discussions focused only on upcoming Rajya Sabha and MLC elections. Siddaramaiah too publicly
brushed aside talk of cabinet reshuffles or succession plans.

But politics often speaks loudest behind closed doors.

The Guerrilla War Ends?

Behind the public choreography, pressure on Siddaramaiah had reportedly been mounting for weeks.
Sources suggest Priyanka Gandhi also played an active behind-the-scenes role in trying to broker peace
in a feud that increasingly threatened to become unmanageable.

Now, with reports of resignation preparations and frantic meetings surfacing, the carefully concealed
reality appears to have burst into the open.

If the signals hold, Karnataka may soon witness the final act of a Congress power saga that resembled
less a smooth transition and more a political guerrilla war long, bitter, tactical and exhausting.

The only question left: when will D.K. Shivakumar finally be crowned king?
